A note on wooden dog housing

Wood is a natural living product and as such there will be surface irregularities and even knots. 
Wood will expand and contract according to the weather and our structues are designed to 
be flexible eough to allow this natural process. In particular the floors on our dog cabins are 
designed to allow ventilation, and there will be gaps in the corners for this purpose.

You will need the following tools
- screwdriver / powerdrill
- hammer
delivered with the dog cabin:
- 10 x gold electroplated nails (1 reserve) (1)
- 8 x silver nails – 2,4 x 40 (2)
- screws:   	  - 3 x 3,5 x 40 (3)
            	  - 12; 4,5 x 60 (4)

Assembly Instructions
Monarch Luxury Dog Cabin No. 1–4
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1. 	 Screw one of the side panels C or D to the front panel A using screw (4). The side panel 
has to be attached to the front panel from behind and the screws will need to be 
screwed from the inside through the frame of the side panel into the front panel. You 
will need to do this at the top and bottom 

2. 	 Then attach the other side panel C or D the same way to the front panel ( A ).

3. 	 Attach the back panel ( B ) to the side panels (making up the 4-sided dog cabin house) by 
screwing the screws ( 4 )from the inside through the frame of the side panels into the 
back panel.
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4. 	 Slip in the green chipboard floor ( E ) so it lies on the ladges. You can nail it in if requiered 
with nails ( 2 ).

5. 	 Attach the green chipbord draught sreen unsing 3 x screws ( 3 ) to the frame at the 
entrance.

6. 	 Attach the 4 aluminium strips to the side corners of the dog cabin with nails ( 1 ) (Check 
that the shorter aluminium strips are attached to the back of the dog cabin and the 
longer ones to the front).

	 Attach the alumminium door step using nails ( 1 ).
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7. 	 Close the dog cabin with the lid so that the aluminium-striped side faces the front (this 
enables the water to drain at the back)

Note:

the production process for some models results in excess tongue over the frame
on the front panel. This can be easily moved if required.
